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The study was conducted for Harvard School of Public Health via telephone by ICR, an independent research company.  Interviews were conducted from May 27 to June 23, 2008 among a representative sample of 5,055 respondents age 18 and older in the states of Texas, Louisiana, Mississippi, Alabama, Florida, Georgia, South Carolina, and North Carolina. Interviewing was conducted in all counties within twenty miles of the coastline for each of these states.  The margin of error for total respondents is +/-2.82% at the 95% confidence level.
