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TOPLINE

The study was conducted for the Harvard School of Public Health via telephone by SSRS, an independent research company.  Interviews were conducted from December 9 to December 28, 2009 among 2625 respondents.  Of those a total of 1092 nationally representative respondents, 517 from the NYC metro area, 509 from the DC metro area and 507 from the Trenton/Mercer County, NJ area.  The margin of error for total respondents is +/-2.44%; National +/-3.64%; NYC +/-5.61%; DC +/-5.74%;Trenton/Mercer County +/-5.63% at the 95% confidence level.

PROPHYLACTIC ANTIBIOTICS

SECOND ROUND OF ANTIBIOTICS
