THE MONGOLIAN LAW ON AIDS PREVENTION

                      Official Translation (19/9/94)

Article 1     Purpose

The purpose of the aids prevention law shall be to regulate social relations

together with the implementation of State policy on prevention of infection of the

population from aids, to combat aids, and screen, verify, treat, and control the

disease and dissemination of accurate information.

Article 2     AIDS Prevention Law, Resolution, International Convention

1.         The Aids Prevention law, and resolution in Mongolia consists of the

   Constitution of Mongolia, this law, and other law and resolution adopted in

   correspondence with them.

2.         If there is conflicting statements between this law and in international

   conventions to which Mongolia is a member, the international statement shall

   be followed. 

3.         The Aids Prevention Law and resolution shall be followed by Citizens of

   Mongolia, foreigners living in the territory of Mongolia, and other

   non-citizens within Mongolia.

Article 3     Rights and Duties of the Government

1.         The duty of the Government shall be to elaborate state policy for the

   prevention of aids, to take specific measures for its implementation, and

   organize, coordinate, and control these activities.  To implement this law a

   National Committee shall be established to coordinate the relations of

   different sectors and organizations.

2.         Medical examinations and testing for the screening of HIV infection and

   AIDS should be free of charge.  The Government shall adopt the rule on

   examination and testing to be paid.

3.         In order to prevent the spread of HIV virus and AIDS and to contribute

   to the promotion of health of patients infected with HIV virus or suffering

   from AIDS, the prohibition to carry certain occupation and posts shall be

   considered.

Article 4     Rights and Duties of the State Central Public Health

Authorities

1.         To take responsibility of the official information related to HIV infection

   and AIDS.

2.         To determine the list of risk groups to get or transmit HIV infection to

   the population.

3.         To approve instructions and guidelines for the examination and

   screening time for groups specified in the preceding subsection and for

   clinics, managements, and care in case of HIV infection and AIDS.

4.         To affirm the official instruction for the infected person or his legal

   guardianship about prevention and not to transmit HIV infection to others.

Article 5     Rights and Duties of Health Organizations

1.         To treat HIV infection within the population to verify and provide

   treatment.

2.         To take clinical management and to give official instruction for the

   infected person or his legal guardianship having place of residence within the

   territory for which the health organization is responsible.

3.         Not to spread HIV infection via syringes, needles, and other medical

   instruments.

4.         Not to use for treatment and prevention blood products and donor

   transplants not screened for HIV.

Article 6     Rights and Duties of the RMC and the Local Governor

1.         The RMC (representative meeting of citizens) having jurisdiction over

   the territory of the capital, somon, region, bag, and district shall involve the

   population of the territory in AIDS prevention activities and education and

   decide financial and social problems related to these activities.

2.         The local governor shall specify the name of the people in conformity

   with the list of risk groups determined by the health organizations and to

   involve these people in medical examinations.

3.         If the people referred to in the preceding subsection purposely avoids to

   have medical examination, the local governor shall take mandatory measures

   indicated in the law.

Article 7     Duties of the Press and NGOs

The duty of the press, religious and community organizations, farms, and

companies is to actively contribute in distribution of AIDS prevention

information within its population.

Article 8     Duties of the Population

1.         The population living in Mongolia shall have the following duties with

   respect to AIDS prevention:

   a.   Shall endeavor to acquire accurate information on AIDS and to be able

      to take the necessary precautions for its prevention;

   b.   Shall participate in AIDS prevention activities; and

   c.   Shall not prejudice the fundamental rights of patients infected with HIV

      or having AIDS.

2.         When entering into Mongolia, the person with HIV shall notify the

   Hygiene and Epidemiological Inspectorate at the frontier.

3.         The population living in Mongolia shall have the following obligatory

   duties for AIDS prevention:

   a.   Shall comply with official requests of health organizations to have

      medical examination for the screening and verifying of HIV infection

      and AIDS; and

   b.   To have medical examination within a specified time if the person is

      included in the list of risk groups to get or transmit HIV infections.

Article 9     Duties of Physicians and Health Workers

1.         Physicians diagnosing a case of HIV infection and AIDS shall inform

   immediately by established way belonging to the health organization.

2.         Physicians and health workers shall give official instructions to the

   infected person or to his legal guardianship about lifestyle and prevention and

   not to transmit HIV infection to others.

3.         Physicians and health workers shall give required necessary medical help

   to patients infected with or suffering from AIDS.

Article 10    Duties of the Infected Persons and AIDS Patients

The person infected with HIV or AIDS patient shall have the following duties:

1.         To give to health organizations true information about the reason and

   condition of getting HIV infection or AIDS.

2.         To have a medical examination at the request of health organizations.

3.         In every case of getting medical help, obligatorily inform the medical and

   health organization about having HIV or AIDS.

4.         To abstain from being a blood or tissue donor.

5.         To not transmit the infection to others.

6.         To comply with the official instruction of health organizations and

   physicians.

Article 11    Mandatory measures for AIDS Prevention

1.         If the person requested to be screened for HIV and AIDS purposely

   avoids the examination, he shall be called by the governor
 s ordination.

2.         If the infected person and AIDS patient cannot comply the duties of this

   law because of losing self-control capacity, he shall be mandatory isolated

   on the basis of medical conclusion.

3.         If the infected person or AIDS patient becomes pregnant, the pregnancy

   shall be terminated under medical indication.

4.         It shall be prohibited to import and sell blood, blood products, and

   tissues and organs not checked for HIV.

5.         If the foreigner and the non-citizenship person infected with HIV or

   AIDS avoid to comply with the local requests from a Mongolian health

   organization, he shall be mandatorily taken out of the country in accordance

   to the legislation of Mongolia.

Article 12    Protection of Human Rights In Connection With HIV

Infection

1.         It shall be prohibited to restrict human rights on the basis of HIV or

   AIDS if it is not indicated otherwise in this law.

2.         The person being tested shall have the right to ask of the person

   performing tests or screening and surveillance for HIV infections to show

   that the person is accredited to perform this work.

3.         The citizen may be voluntarily tested and examined for HIV infection.

4.         An organization, employer, or citizen to whom by official or by other

   means learns that a person has HIV infection or AIDS cannot betray the

   personal secret of the person to the community.

Article 13    Administrative Penalties For Violations of the AIDS

Prevention Law 

The persons violating the AIDS Prevention Law, if not answerable for criminal

responsibility, shall be liable for the following administrative penalties:

1.         Those who do not fulfill the duties under Subsection 1 of Article 9 shall

   be assessed a fine of 5,000 to 10,000 tugrigs.  Those who violate

   Subsection 3b of Article 8 and Subsection 2 of Article 10 shall be assessed a

   fine of 10,000 to 20,000 tugrigs. Those who violate Subsections 1 and 2 of

   Article 6, Subsection 3 of Article 9, and Subsection 4 of Article 12 shall be

   assessed a fine of 1,000 to  5,000 tugrigs.  Those who violate Subsection 4

   of Article 5 and Subsection 4 of Article 11 shall be assessed a fine of 5,000

   to 10,000 tugrigs. 

2.         The Court shall impose a fine indicated Article 13 of this Law.
