Subject: 
Announcement of the “scope of persons required to be tested for HIV”; the announcement is effective of this date.
Basis: 
Subparagraph 5 of Paragraph 1, and Paragraph 2 of Article 15 of the HIV Infection Control and Patient Rights Protection Act
Matters of Announcement:
The scope of persons required to be tested for HIV is as follows:
1. Persons and their counterparts intentionally performing sexual behaviors or indecent acts with others for profit;
2. Persons injecting, abusing or selling drugs;
3. Participants of sex parties with drug abuse of more than three (inclusive) persons; 
4. Inmates of correction institutions;
5. Patients of sexually transmitted diseases;
6. Alien workers;
7. Military draftees;
8. Reserved officers and non-commissioned officers, and soldiers on compulsory military service;
9. Infants and their mothers found by inspection not holding reports of HIV testing during pregnancy or are considered by their diagnosis physicians to require examination.
