Application and authorization procedures:

1. Obtain a practicum or field immersion offer. 

2. Prepare the practicum agreement and return it to the academic office in charge of your practice requirement.

3. Drop off your CPT documentation (see below) to Elizabeth Capuano during her office hours at HSPH, or at the Harvard International Office (HIO) front desk, 864 Smith Campus Center, 1350 Massachusetts Ave.

4. Mrs. Capuano will make certain that both you and the job offer meet the eligibility requirements and issue the authorization for your employment (reflected on new Form I-20), if applicable.  You will be notified via e-mail when the CPT documents are ready to be picked up from the HIO.
CPT Documentation:

1. Photocopy of the offer letter;
2. Photocopy of the completed field immersion agreement, practice agreement, or practicum proposal form (which must be signed by all required parties);
a. DrPH and DSc STUDENTS USING CPT FOR RESEARCH CREDITS ONLY: A letter prepared on department letterhead from your dissertation advisor providing a detailed explanation of the research to be conducted and why it cannot be completed on the Harvard campus.  You must speak with Mrs. Capuano prior to seeking CPT authorization based on doctoral research.
3. This form, fully completed; and
4. Copies of your passport biographic page, I-94 record (available at http://www.cbp.gov/i94), and F-1 visa stamp.

The processing time is up to 5 business days. Please do not leave your current Form I-20 or your passport with the HIO. You are not eligible to begin employment until you have received the CPT authorization as reflected on your new I-20.
